It’s a gentle
reminder of how it’s the small things that can spark awe and
wonder. Watching Y3 hurry out to roll the biggest snowball
and catch tiny flakes in their mouths was worth all the wet and
soggy socks that then spent the afternoon drying across the
classrooms. Year 3 have had great fun exploring databases in
computing lessons this term. They have been using a program
called j2data if any of the children want to show off their skills
to you at home. Again, it always amazes me how when left to
explore independently what the children are capable of.
Having created their own themed branching databases, the
children explored other elements of j2data. In the short
amount of time they had we had pictograms, animations and
stories. The confidence to have a go and problem solve
independently has really come on. Determination, the desire
to explore and the have a go attitude is what we want to
foster. It has also been very eye opening to see what Lent
promises the children have decided to commit to as part of our
‘Giving All’ topic in Religious Education. We didn’t just focus on
things like giving up chocolate but things that impact day to
day life. For example: - Giving up TV time to spend more time
playing with my sister. Giving up computer time to help my
mum cooking. It is worth a look when you come in for parent’s
evening. We have loved exploring Ballads in music. It has been
great fun listening to “Major Tom” David Bowie and a few
other classics.
