Use large-muscle movements to wave flags and streamers,
paint and make marks.

Use one-handed tools and equipment, for example, making
snips in paper with scissors, making marks on paper.

Start eating independently and learning how to use a knife and
fork.

Using the toilet independently.

Taking off and putting on their own coat, hat.

LITERACY

Join in with songs and rhymes, copying sounds, rhythms, tunes
and tempo.

Say some of the words in songs and rhymes.

Copy finger movements and other gestures or actions.

Sing songs and say rhymes independently, for example, singing
whilst playing.

Enjoy sharing books with an adult.

Pay attention when listening to stories and respond to the
pictures or the words.

Have favourite books and seek them out, to share with an
adult, with another child, or to look at alone.

Add some marks to their drawings which they give meaning to
for example “That says Mummy”.
Make marks on their picture to stand for their name

Recite numbers past 5.

Say one number for each item in order: 1,2,3,4,5.

Show “finger numbers’ up to 5.
