Inside, she
finds an Egyptian artefact, sent by a famous
Egyptologist who has just been found dead -
perhaps a victim of the so-called curse of
Tutankhamun. With her friends, Tulip and Oz, she
sets off to return the artefact to its rightful place
in Egypt, in the hope that it will stop the alleged
curse. Their time in Egypt reveals both ancient
and personal secrets and culminates in an
interesting encounter with Howard Carter, whase
private persona turns out to be somewhat
different to his public one.
